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Setting up the system 

 
A number of set up activities are required before the system can be used. These can be accessed 
using the buttons on the Behavioural Risk screen. You may choose to use the default values 
without modification. 
 

Risk consequence scores 

 

 
 

The implications (or consequences) of a risk are scored from 1 (least impact) to 5 (most impact). 
The titles and descriptions you wish to use can be redefined here. 

 

Risk likelihood scores 

 

 
 

The frequency (or likelihood) is scored from 1 (lowest frequency) to 5 (highest). The titles and 
definitions can be changed here. 

 
 

Risk levels 

 
The system works by multiplying the risk consequence and risk likelihood scores, which gives a 
value from 0 to 25. (For example, a risk consequence score of 2 and a risk likelihood score of 3 
would result in a risk score of 6 ς 2x3).  
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This will be translated into low, medium or high risk using the thresholds set here. In the example 
below, scores up to 4 will show as low risk and scores of 12 and above are high risk. 

 

 
 
 

Risk actions 

 

 
 

Each level of risk requires an agreed action plan for when the threshold is triggered. These can be 
defined here. 
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Risk group descriptions 

 
 

This is optional ς you may choose to group certain behaviours together for risk assessment

kicking, hitting, etc. This screen lets you list the groups you want to define. 

 
 

Allocating behaviours to groups 

 
 
Each category of behaviour (towards others, towards self and towards environment) has provision 
for you to add the behaviour to one of the groups you have defined. Any one behaviour can only be 
allocated to one group. 
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Using the Behavioural Risk features 

 
 

Step 1a:  identify the students  

 
You will see a list of clients ς an example is shown overleaf. Tick the Include box to include them in 
the risk analysis. At this stage you might like to click the Incidents Frequency Report button to 
obtain a list of behaviours associated with that client. When prompted, supply the Client ID number 
visible on screen in the last column. (Inputting * when prompted for the Client ID number will 
result in a report for every client.) 
 
An example Incidents Frequency Report is included on the next page.  
 
You now need to set Potential Risk Scores for the client by clicking the Potential Risk Scores button. 
The potential risk is your evaluation both of the consequences and likelihood of the behaviour 
occurring. 
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Step 1b:  set the potential risk scores 

 

 
  

Under any or all of the three categories - environment, self and others ς choose behaviours, 
consequence scores and likelihood scores from the drop-down lists. The delete button at the end of 
each row deletes the entire row. You may leave any of the boxes blank. 
 

Step 2: perform the calculation 

 
Click the button ς the following message will confirm that the risk calculations have been 
completed. 
 

  
 

Step 3: view the results 

 
Clicking the step 3 button produces a list of the clients chosen for the risk assessment calculations. 
You can view the outcomes on screen or print a report for each client. 
 
The outcomes show both your potential (or expected) risk level and an actual level based on the 
historic data within the database. See the illustration overleaf. 
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 Step 4: adding to history and viewing movements 

 
This step saves the current risk calculations to a history file to enable a comparison with previous 
results. There is one level of undo in case you add to history by accident. 
 
The View Risk Movements button allows you to see any risks where the risk score has changed. 
The Risk Level Changes button filters the information to only report if the risk level has changed. 
The other button at the foot of the screen produces a report.
